* Encourage a child w CXpress his or
her faith (trust) in Jesus through
prayer.

* Usc visuals, such as a bridge illus-

tration, a wordless book, Gospel

bracelet, or diagrams to help commu-
nicate difhicult words and concepts to
children.

After a child r:sponds to God’s offer

of forgiveness, encourage public pro-
fession of faith in Christ to friends,
family, and others.

Deal with children individually. This
helps to clarify their motives and
know they arc trusting Christ rather
than imitating their fricnds.

Go through the Gospel presentation
twice. Explain the Good News the
first time. Then, review the Gospel
and offcr an opportunity to respond

the second time.
